   in every room in our Father's house

PRAYER OF CONFESSION 
 

SCRIPTURE John 13.1-5,12-30 Elder Paul Ohori 
Now before the Feast of the Passover, Jesus knowing that His hour had come that He would depart out of 

this world to the Father, having loved His own who were in the world, He loved them to the end. 2 During 

supper, the devil having already put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, the son of Simon, to betray Him, 
3 Jesus, knowing that the Father had given all things into His hands, and that He had come forth from God 

and was going back to God, 4 got up from supper and laid aside His garments; and taking a towel, 

He girded Himself. 5 Then He poured water into the basin and began to wash the disciples’ feet and to 

wipe them with the towel with which He was girded.  
 

12 So when He had washed their feet, and taken His garments and reclined at the table again, He said to 

them, “Do you know what I have done to you? 13 You call Me Teacher and Lord; and you are right, for so I 

am. 14 If I then, the Lord and the Teacher, washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s 

feet. 15 For I gave you an example that you also should do as I did to you. 16 Truly, truly, I say to you, a 

slave is not greater than his master, nor is one who is sent greater than the one who sent him. 17 If you 

know these things, you are blessed if you do them. 18 I do not speak of all of you. I know the ones I 

have chosen; but it is that the Scripture may be fulfilled, ‘He who eats My bread has lifted up his heel 

against Me.’ 19 From now on I am telling you before it comes to pass, so that when it does occur, you may 

believe that I am He. 20 Truly, truly, I say to you, he who receives whomever I send receives Me; and he 

who receives Me receives Him who sent Me.” 21 When Jesus had said this, He became troubled in spirit, 

and testified and said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, that one of you will betray Me.” 22 The 

disciples began looking at one another, at a loss to know of which one He was speaking. 23 There was 

reclining on Jesus’ bosom one of His disciples, whom Jesus loved. 24 So Simon Peter gestured to him, and 



said to him, “Tell us who it is of whom He is speaking.” 25 He, leaning back thus on Jesus’ bosom, said to 

Him, “Lord, who is it?”  
26 Jesus then *answered, “That is the one for whom I shall dip the morsel and give it to him.” So when He 

had dipped the morsel, He *took and *gave it to Judas, the son of Simon Iscariot. 27 After the 

morsel, Satan then entered into him. Therefore Jesus *said to him, “What you do, do quickly.” 28 Now no 

one of those reclining at the table knew for what purpose He had said this to him. 29 For some were 

supposing, because Judas had the money box, that Jesus was saying to him, “Buy the things we have need 

of for the feast”; or else, that he should give something to the poor. 30 So after receiving the morsel he 

went out immediately; and it was night. 
 

ANTHEM “Jesus Took a Towel” 
 

SCRIPTURE Luke 22.14-23 Elder Rhonda Apessos 
14 When the hour had come, He reclined at the table, and the apostles with Him. 15 And He said to them, “I 

have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer; 16 for I say to you, I shall never again 

eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 17 And when He had taken a cup and given thanks, He 

said, “Take this and share it among yourselves; 18 for I say to you, I will not drink of the fruit of the vine 

from now on until the kingdom of God comes.” 19 And when He had taken some bread and given thanks, 

He broke it and gave it to them, saying, “This is My body which is given for you; do this in remembrance 

of Me.” 20 And in the same way He took the cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup which is poured 

out for you is the new covenant in My blood.

SCRIPTURE Matthew 26.36-46 
36 Then Jesus came with them to a place called Gethsemane, and *said to His disciples, “Sit here while I go 

over there and pray.” 37 And He took with Him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be 

grieved and distressed. 38 Then He *said to them, “My soul is deeply grieved, to the point of death; remain 

here and keep watch with Me.” 39 And He went a little beyond them, and fell on His face and prayed, 

saying, “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; yet not as I will, but as You will.”  
40 And He *came to the disciples and *found them sleeping, and *said to Peter, “So, you men could 

not keep watch with Me for one hour? 41 Keep watching and praying that you may not enter into 

temptation; the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 42 He went away again a second time and prayed, 

saying, “My Father, if this cannot pass away unless I drink it, Your will be done.”  
43 Again He came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. 44 And He left them again, and went 

away and prayed a third time, saying the same thing once more.  45 Then He *came to the disciples and 

*said to them, “Are you still sleeping and resting? Behold, the hour is at hand and the Son of Man is being 

betrayed into the hands of sinners. 46 Get up, let us be going; behold, the one who betrays Me is at hand!”

SCRIPTURE John 19.17-18 
17 They took Jesus, therefore, and He went out, bearing His own cross, to the place called the Place of a 

Skull, which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha.  
18 There they crucified Him, and with Him two other men, one on either side, and Jesus in between.  

 

HYMN #223 “When I Survey the Wondrous Cross” verse 3 
3 See, from his head, his hands, his feet, 

   sorrow and love flow mingled down; 

   did e’er such love and sorrow meet, 

   or thorns compose so rich a crown? 
 

SCRIPTURE Mark 15.25-30 Bethany Rivera 
25 It was the third hour when they crucified Him. 26 The inscription of the charge against Him read, “THE 

KING OF THE JEWS.” 27 They *crucified two robbers with Him, one on His right and one on His left. 28 [And 

the Scripture was fulfilled which says, “And He was numbered with transgressors.”]  
29 Those passing by were hurling abuse at Him, wagging their heads, and saying, “Ha! You who are going 

to destroy the temple and rebuild it in three days, 30 save Yourself, and come down from the cross!”  
 

HYMN #223 “When I Survey the Wondrous Cross” verse 4 
4 His dying crimson, like a robe, 

   Spreads o’er His body on the tree; 

   Then I am dead to all the globe, 

   And all the globe is dead to me. 
 

SCRIPTURE Mark 15.33-34; John 19.28-30 Shaun Cloonan 
33 When the sixth hour came, darkness fell over the whole land until the ninth hour.  
34 At the ninth hour Jesus cried out with a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?” which is translated, 

“My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me?”  
 

28 After this, Jesus, knowing that all things had already been accomplished, to fulfill the Scripture, *said, “I 

am thirsty.” 29 A jar full of sour wine was standing there; so they put a sponge full of the sour wine upon a 

branch of hyssop and brought it up to His mouth. 30 Therefore when Jesus had received the sour wine, He 

said, “It is finished!” And He bowed His head and gave up His spirit.
